Youth Agenda

1) Re-establish youth group by contacting parents and children. 

Parents have been asked to provide contact information in order to be notified of youth activities and so that I can begin scheduling home visits.

2) Re-establish Sunday Evening youth meetings

Discuss Sunday evening meetings with parents and youth during home visit and encourage participation.

Find appropriate curriculum for Sunday evening meetings and round up volunteers to teach curriculum.

Once curriculum and volunteers are in place advertise Sunday evening meetings through flyers, email, FB, and church announcements. Place save the date flyers in church several weeks before the first meeting.

3) Encourage participation in monthly mission work (thru ACCC or other community based projects) and fellowship between youth thru monthly "fun" meetings (movie, skating ect.)

4) Encourage youth to develop their very own mission project.

5) Make sure all parents and youth are aware of current activities and events via phone, email, FB and church announcements.

Relay for Life- encourage youth to participate in 1 mile run/walk in Feb., and participate on the day of event.

Camp Caroline 2012- encourage participation by speaking to parents individually. Make sure parents have sign up sheets. Post flyers a few weeks before registration deadline.

6) Work with Alice Huggins to update the youth page on the ACC website. Provide information of upcoming events and activities as well as pictures of our youth group participating in these activities.

7)Worship and Wonder- The 2012 schedule is in place and the program is still successful. A few items need to be purchased for W&W and the room needs to be re-arranged and organized. Four new greeters are being trained at this time and will soon be added to the W&W schedule.

8) Summer curriculum- W&W has a 8 week gap in its curriculum (summer break) I would like to provide a "summer curriculum" during this gap. We will need to order an 8 week program. Volunteers will be needed to teach. 

9) VBS- Nicole Speight and I have already started planning the 2012 ACC VBS. Nicole's camping theme is going to be awesome and I have already found a wonderful curriculum that ties into that theme. VBS curriculum will need to be ordered. Volunteers need to be recruited. VBS meetings will need to begin a few months before VBS. I would like to put out signs for VBS this year and advertise tot he community thru the ACC signs. (Flyers will be placed in the church).

10) Amanda is doing a wonderful job mantaining the nursery. We would like to be able to provide a light snack and juice to children in the nursery. We will need to begin purchasing juice, cheese blocks, crackers and a fruit for the nursery....these items will also be used for feast in W&W.
